Finally he turns to St. Francis of Assisi in a
last attempt at self-discovery, but personal
sublimation after the example of the
nature-lovng saint still does not give his
mind rest. It is not until he returns to his
own village to care for his dying father that
he can find the path that leads back to
himself. Written with a profound
intellectual clarity and insight when the
author was only 27, this novel illuminates
the very foundations of the deep humanity
and searching philosophy which are the
hallmarks of Hesses later novels.
